One year she and
Bub planted 3,000 trees
for the windbreak. Bub
would dig the holes, and
she would come behind
and drop in the trees.
When the kids got home
from school, they got to
join in the fun and help
plant. The next year they
planted more trees, but
only 2,000 that time.

With Bub, and since his
death on February 3,
2013, with her children,
she has traveled to a num-
ber of places. One of the
most impressive trips was
when she and Bub went
on the first Freedom
Flight to Washington,
D.C., for a three-day trip
in 2007. Other destina-
tions have included
Hawaii, Yellowstone Park,
West Virginia, Idaho,

Florida, San Antonio and
Branson. Their son-in-law,
Phil, accrued a lot of
mileage points and took
them along at a minimal
price.

Prescribed
Burning
Workshops
Offered

This year marks the 19th
year that the Prescribed
Burn Task Force will be
offering prescribed burn-
ing schools in central Ne-
braska. The schools were
initially organized in re-
sponse to a growing inter-
est from landowners to
use fire to either control
red cedar in pastures or to
revitalize stagnated CRP
grasslands. The schools
educate landowners
about the proper prepara-
tions for a prescribed
burn. The top priority is
safety and ensuring that
landowners understand
the complexities of
weather, topography, and
fuels before conducting a
prescribed burn.

This year, the presenter
will be Andy Schell. Since
2004, Schell has been in-
volved in wild land and
prescribed fires with the
U.S. Fish and Wildlife
Service. Schell has fought
fires in Oregon, Nevada,
Montana, Colorado and is
now stationed at the Rain-
water Basin Wetland Man-
agement District in Funk,
Nebraska. He oversees
and participates in burns
for the Mid-Plains Fire
Zone, which consists of
wildlife refuges and lands

in eastern Colorado,
southern Nebraska and
Kansas.  He is currently a
qualified Prescribed Fire
Burn Boss II, and Inci-
dent Commander, and
has other NWCG fire line
certifications.
