Here is the first volume in George R. R. Martin’s

magnificent cycle of novels that includes A Clash of
Kings and A Storm of Swords. As a whole, this series
comprises a genuine masterpiece of modern fantasy,
bringing together the best the genre has to offer.

A GAME OF THRONES

On March 14, 2023, at
approximately 4:00 p.m.,
the Custer County Sher-
iff’s Office responded to a
report of a man trapped
in a grain bin ½ mile
north and ½ mile west of
Merna.
