Rose, a devoted Christian, 
beloved mother, grand-
mother, great-grand-
mother, esteemed edu-
cator, and friend to all, 
passed away peacefully on 
March 30, 2025, at the age 
of  94, at Legacy House in 
Las Vegas, Nevada.​
Born on October 3, 1930, 

in the family farmhouse 
on Garfield Table near 
Arnold, Nebraska, Bon-
nie was the cherished 
daughter of  Mynor and 
Cecil Smith and loving 
sister to Don, Bobbie, and 
Max. Growing up during 
the Great Depression, 
she experienced a joyful 
childhood marked by her 
family’s resilience and 
hard work. She fondly re-
called selling eggs door-
to-door in North Platte as 
a child, embodying the re-
sourcefulness she learned 
in her early years.​
Bonnie graduated from 

Arnold High School in 
1947 and pursued high-
er education at Kearney 
State Teachers College. 
Her teaching career be-
gan in a one-room school-
house back on Garfield 
Table, where she ignited 
a lifelong passion for edu-
cation.​
In 1952, Bonnie married 

Ron Rose and relocated 
to Riverside, California, 
where Ron was stationed 
as a sergeant at March 
Air Force Base. That same 
year, she began teaching 
in Riverside area second-
ary schools, ultimately 
leaving an indelible mark 
with her work at John W. 
North High School. From 
North High’s inception 
in 1965 until 1992, Bon-
nie was instrumental in 
developing innovative 
curricula that integrated 
work experience in fields 
such as medical services, 
childcare, and hospitali-
ty, as well as preparation 
for marriage and family 
life. Her pioneering ef-
forts contributed to a sig-
nificant shift in the focus 
of  Home Arts education 
and School Improvement 
Programs throughout 
Riverside Unified School 
District. In recognition 
of  her dedication and 

innovation, Bonnie was 
honored as the California 
State Home Economics 
Teacher of  the Year in 
1977.
Beyond her profession-

al achievements, Bon-
nie was known for her 
fun-loving, witty, some-
times silly, and infinite-
ly kind presence in the 
classroom. She was the 
memorable teacher who 
positively changed count-
less lives, inspiring stu-
dents with her generosity, 
compassion, and warmth.​
Bonnie’s unwavering 

faith in Christ was the 
cornerstone of  her life, 
guiding her through both 
joyous and challenging 
times. She instilled this 
deep faith and a servant’s 
heart in her three chil-
dren—Dirk, Robin, and 
Derek—who always felt 
the security of  her un-
conditional love. Her faith 
provided strength during 
difficult seasons, most no-
tably when her son Dirk 
succumbed to cancer in 
1992.​
After Dirk’s passing, 

Bonnie moved to Las Ve-
gas to be closer to her son 
Derek and eventually his 
family. Her life in Las Ve-
gas continued to revolve 
around family, and faith. 
She lived with Derek, his 
wife Sofia, and their chil-
dren Riley and Gabriela, 
finding immense joy in 
the details of  their ev-
eryday lives from home-
schooling, taxiing to and 
from activities, attending 
competitions, perfor-
mances and enjoying fam-
ily meals around the table. 
Bonnie also traveled ex-
tensively with both Derek 
and Robin’s families, ex-
ploring the United States, 
and abroad including 
memorable trips to Alas-
ka, Hawaii, Europe, Mex-
ico, and Canada. Bonnie 
spent many summers in 
Arnold where Robin and 
her kids, Zoe, and Brody, 
visited to experience the 
pleasures of  small-town 
life with ‘Nana.’ She was 
the heart of  the family, 
always offering under-
standing, a listening ear, 
and an encouraging word, 
plus laughter, joy, and wis-

Greetings District 43! 
Here’s the latest from 
your State Legislature.
Floor Action
This week began all-day 

floor debate at the Capitol 
and there were several 
key bills debated.  Monday 
began with an extended 
debate on LB113 on Select 
file.  This bill increases 
the gallonage of  distilled 
spirits that small distill-
eries can self  distribute. 
In other words, its Gov-
ernment giving business 
permission to sell more 
of  their own products di-
rectly to the retail market 
without being forced to 
pay a distributor a fee to 
deliver. I’m still amazed 
that there was any debate 
at all, and as an advocate 
of  limited Government, 
free market solutions and 
value added agriculture I 
was proud to advocate for 
its passing and help small 
distilleries, like Kinkaid-
ers in District 43, contin-
ue to expand. 
Senator DeKay’s LB246, 

a bill to ban the process-
ing and sale of  lab grown 
meat in Nebraska, was 
debated on General File.  
I was originally more sup-
portive of  an approach to 
regulating lab meat, but 
the more I learned about 
the process of  “growing” 
this product, the more 
convinced I became that 
we do not currently have 
enough evidence to con-
vey to the consumers in 
Nebraska that this is a 
safe product. I can how-
ever tell every consumer 

here and abroad that we 
do produce and sell the 
most wholesome BEEF in 
the world.
LB646, a bill introduced 

by Senator Ibach of  Daw-
son county, to allow feed-
lots to be exempted from 
Nebraska Brand laws and 
inspections, finally came 
to the floor on Wednes-
day.  I have been clear 
from its introduction that 
I do not support the rad-
ical changes proposed, 
including the shift of  vir-
tually all fees to the cow/
calf  sector and therefore 
offered an amendment 
to the bill.  AM810 would 
have directed the Nebras-
ka Brand Committee to 
deliver a report back to 
the Legislature by the 
end of  2025 with any rec-
ommendations for chang-
es. I remain vigilant that 
the agency tasked with 
enforcement of  the Act 
must be directly involved. 
After 5 hours of  debate, 
the body did not support 
the passage of  AM810 
and Sen. Ibach’s bill, with 
her own amendment, ad-
vanced with just 26 votes. 
Sen Ibach committed that 
she will not ask for the 
bill to be scheduled for its 
second round of  debate 
unless consensus can be 
reached on additional 
amendments.  I will only 
support changes that will 
maintain the integrity 
of  the inspection system, 
are financially sustain-
able for all sectors of  the 
industry and are enforce-
able by the Nebraska 
Brand Committee, so it re-
mains to be seen if  there’s 
a path forward for LB646. 

Capitol Conversations:
From Pasture to Policy

 In closing, I’m excited to 
share that my first bill, 
LB294, passed this week 
as well! This bill expands 
funding opportunities 
for local communities 
through the County Visi-
tors Improvement Fund. 
It increases flexibility 
for counties by allowing 
them to award grants an-
nually of  either 1%  or 
up to $5,000, whichever is 
greater, of  their lodging 
tax dollars.  This change 
will help smaller, rural 
counties with limited 
resources make critical 
tourism infrastructure 
improvements, enhance 
the visitor experience, 
and promote economic 
development in their com-
munities.
As always, I am commit-
ted to representing Dis-
trict 43’s interests and 
value your continued sup-
port and engagement. It is 
an honor to serve as your 
representative and hear 
your perspectives.
